The Eurofunding guide is an essential tool to get access to European funds.

Written for the general audience, it helps you to identify the most appropriate funding
opportunities and to define more precisely your projects in the light of the European pri-
orities.

The 2015 Guidelines for European project leaders or how to set up a European
project?

The 2015 Guidelines for European project leaders provide you with the essential in-
formation during the first steps of project building. It answers your main questions: how
to organise the proposal writing? How to build a network of partners? How to write the
application? How to respect the awarding rules? How to write your evaluation plan? etc.

In a practical way, this method explains the three steps of a European project implementa-
tion: project design, formalisation of your application and management of financed pro-

jects.

In the Appendices, you find a presentation of the European Commission Directorates
General and services, a list of the geographical abbreviations used and definitions of terms
commonly used in European Commission grant agreements.




How to identify the right funding programmes for your projects?

The programme-sheets are written in an easy-to-read format that helps to define very
quickly whether a project is eligible. They provide the first indications related to eligibility,
programmes and projects funding details. If your project matches the programme, you
will then be able to find all relevant programming and application documents, thanks to
the updated web links. In the following page, a programme-sheet is presented including
the explanation for each box in the sheet.

We remind you that the programme selection, when made too quickly, can exclude some
other interesting opportunities that probably also match your project. Take your time to
look over the details in each of the programme-sheets you selected.

To facilitate your programme selection, The Guide provides you with 2 useful index. A first
alphabetical index enables you to consult programmes previously identified by yourself.
A second thematic index is placed at the end of the guide. It will facilitate your search of
programmes thanks to keywords related to different types of beneficiary organisations
and fields of activity.

Clarification about some used terms:

- Universities include all higher education institutions, private or public, including stu-
dents and teachers;

- Training centres include vocational training institutes, private or public;

- Chambers, Agencies include chambers of commerce and industry, development agen-
cies, and all information relays acting for local development;

- Federations, Unions include professional associations acting for private, non-profit or
public interests such as trade unions, lobbies, and networks...;

- Administrations include any kind of public services in the member states;

« Non-profit include all non-profit organisations at local, national or international level;

- Development NGOs (Non Governmental Organisations) include associations
acting in development projects outside the European Union.

- International Organisations cover the organisations that implement and coordinate
actions at international level in different countries and that are made up of sovereign
states. Examples: UN, OSCE, WTO. The 10 do not cover international NGOs.

PROGRAMME DETAILS

In a few introductory words, you take notice of the prior steps of the programme (former programmes,
European strategies, action plans, etc.) and of the context in which it acts.

OBJECTIVES :

This first chapter describes the general objectives of the programme, to which any projects must cor-
respond. Sometimes, this chapter is followed by the SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES or ANNUAL PRIORITIES.
As a consequence, you must pay attention to all this information because projects will have to be
oriented according to these aspects.

FINANCED ACTION :
This chapter completes the ACTIONS box mentioned at the top of the programme-sheet. It describes
activities which may be financed under the programme.

Examples :
*Training, workshops and meetings;
*Development and support to networks, etc.

OTHER CRITERIA:

This third chapter aims at better understanding some particular conditions. Among them, it can inform
on the obligations related to partnerships, exclusion of some countries within the eligible area (RE-
GION box mentioned at the top of the programme-sheet).

Example:

REGIONS : Balkans

OTHER CRITERIA : Only countries having signed a Memorandum of Understanding are eligible (Serbia,
Montenegro).

WEB : link towards the programme’s web page.

FUNDING OF THE PROJECT

Amount : gives the average awarded amount and/or cofinancing rates.

Selection process : indicates the forecasted periods of calls for proposals’ publications and invitations to submit,
as well as the frequency.

To be know : indicates the application process to follow.

CONTACT

This box indicates the name of the programme o  cer from the central managing body (European Commission
Directorate General) or from an Executive Agency or other any decentralized structure in charge of the programme
implementation (ex: European Commission Delegation, National Agency, etc.).

1. Europe 2020 strategy

Europe 2020 strategy sets the common objectives for all the European funding pro-
grammes focusing on smart, sustainable and inclusive growth. Europe 2020, that fol-
lows the Lisbon strategy, is addressed to overcome the current crisis. Adopted in 2010,
this strategy aims at funding the European Union’s economy on knowledge and innova-
tion and making it low-carbon and resource-e cient as well as establishing high employ-
ment rate that contributes to social and territorial cohesion.

To achieve this growth strategy, seven flagship initiatives and five headline targets to
measure progress that the European Union should achieve in these key areas by 2020,
have been defined.

2. The multiannual financial framework 2014-2020

On 1 January 2014, a new programming EU funding started for a 7-year cycle with a

budget of € 960 billion.

€ 8 083 million for external relations (Neighbourhood Policy, pre-accession, humani-

tarian aid, development cooperation...)

€ 2 075 million for security and citizenship (Asylum and Migration, Rights and
Citizenship, Creative Europe, Europe for citizens, Food safety, Health for growth ...)

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3. The intercommunity programmes

Most existing funding programmes are renewed for seven years. For 2014-2020, the Eu-
ropean Commission has pursued a policy of consolidation of programs initiated during
the previous programming, both in the field of Research and Innovation with Horizon
2020, in the field of education with Erasmus+ or in the social policy and employment
with the Program for Employment and Social Innovation EaSI. These new programs also
want to facilitate and simplify access to EU funding to make them accessible to the grea-
test number of stakeholders and accelerate payments to beneficiaries.

Focus on Horizon 2020

This framework program dedicated to research and innovation, with € 70.2 billion in
2014-2020, is the flagship initiative of the EU for this new programming. It includes
the FP, Euratom, actions for innovation from the competitiveness and innovation
framework program-CIP and the European Institute of Innovation and Technology,
EIT. This framework program is divided into three priorities: Excellence Science,
Industrial leadership, Societal challenges. It should be noted that access to these
funds will be facilitated by faster allocation decisions and simplified cost models.

Focus on Erasmus+

Erasmus+ is the new EU umbrella programme for education, training, youth and
sport from 2014 to 2020. With € 13.01 billion to Erasmus+, the EU increases very
significantly - by 40% - funds spent on education and training. The objective is to
increase by 50% the number of mobilities compared to the previous period (two
thirds of the budget).

Erasmus+ includes the following former programmes: Erasmus, Leonardo da Vin-
ci, Comenius, Grundtvig, Youth in Action) and five international programs (Eras-
mus Mundus, Tempus, Alfa, Edulink and cooperation programs with industrialized
countries). For the first time, sports activities are supported (social inclusion, fight
against doping, intolerance and discrimination). Finally, a European Student Loan
Guarantee Facility has been designed to support Master students who go abroad to
study.

Budget allocations support the European Commission’s new approach - the “Agenda
for Change”- to focus EU aid in fewer sectors supporting democracy, human rights and
good governance and creating inclusive and sustainable growth.

Under the new principle of «di erentiation», the EU will allocate a greater proportion of
funds where aid can have the highest impact: in the regions and countries that are most
in need, including in fragile states.

One of the major innovations and a key external policy tool is the new Partnership Ins-
trument. It will allow the EU to pursue agendas beyond development cooperation with
industrialised countries, emerging economies, and countries where the EU has signifi-
cant interests.

Note: The thematic programmes of development cooperation are simplified and reduced
to three: «Global public goods and challenges», « Civil Society Organisations and Local
Authorities» and “Pan-African programme”.

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5. Structural funds

Cohesion policy remains the second largest item in the budget of the EU. € 325 billion
will be allocated to this policy for the 2014-2020 period: 34% of the budget.

The Commission has proposed several significant changes on the design and implemen-
tation of cohesion policy as encourage integrated programming; reward performance
and focus on results; strengthen territorial cohesion and simplify procedures.

The ESF and the ERDF have also to include two cross-cutting priorities:

+ Sustainable development;

* The fight against discrimination / equality between men and women.

Allocation of structural funds

Do not forget that the procedures are implemented at a national level and at a regio-
nal level. The European Commission does not interfere in any way with the projects
selection.
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
